REFERENCE NOTE

First National Convention of Russian Doctors

On 5 October, 2012 Moscow plans to hold the First National Convention of Russian Doctors, hereinafter referred to as the Convention.

This is an unprecedented event in the history of the Russian Federation. Only two similar conventions have been held in the past, the 1925 All-Union Congress of District Doctors, organised by the People’s Commissariat (Ministry) of Healthcare of the RSFSR, and the 1988 All-Union Congress of Doctors, organised by the Soviet Healthcare Ministry.
Over 5,700 delegates are taking part in the convention, including doctors from all regions of the Russian Federation who represent all medical specialties, as well as medical organisations of all levels of state and private healthcare systems and departmental medical organisations. The heads of regional healthcare agencies, leading scientists and professors of medical universities, deputy regional leaders in charge of social policy issues and representatives of the trade union of medical workers were invited to attend the convention.
The convention aims to unite the medical community and to enhance doctors’ corporate responsibility for the state of people’s health and the state of the national healthcare system.

The convention’s agenda will include the following issues:

- the role of the professional medical community in implementing state healthcare policy;
- guidelines for doctors’ professional training and human resources policy in the healthcare sector;

        - doctors’ working conditions and issues of professional ethics. 

Leonid Roshal will speak on promoting self-government in healthcare.
Mikhail Kuzmenko will speak on employment and wage issues.

Nikolai Gerasimenko will dwell on legislative proposals in the area of healthcare.

Yevgeny Chazov will focus on modern trends in healthcare.

Vladimir Krylov will speak on up-to-date personnel-training programmes.
Sergei Ladyayev will speak on the modernisation of rural healthcare.

The delegations include representatives from the following public organisations:

The Russian Medical Association;

The Association of Private Medical Doctors;

Professional medical associations in every specialty area.
The delegates of the First National Convention of Russian Doctors are expected to pass a resolution summing up the results of the convention.

The delegates plan to call on Russian citizens to take care of their health and that of their friends and relatives and to join hands with the medical community in order to improve the quality of life in Russia and to ensure the prosperity of the country.
