Agreements to be signed by the Krasnoyarsk Territory at the Krasnoyarsk Economic Forum
The Krasnoyarsk Territory plans to sign four agreements during the 10th Krasnoyarsk Economic Forum.

1. Agreement on developing the Krasnoyarsk Territory’s transport infrastructure by building an international passenger and cargo hub at Yemelyanovo Airport. The agreement will be signed between the Krasnoyarsk Territory, on the one hand, and the Transport Ministry, the Federal Agency for Air Transport, the Federal Customs Service, Interros Holding Company, Renova Group, and Norilsk Nickel, on the other. The aim is to increase passenger and freight traffic, exploit the airport’s competitive advantages and reach the region’s full potential for exporting transport services.

2. Agreement to build a railway from Kyzyl to Kuragino. The agreement, to be signed by the Krasnoyarsk Territory; the Government of Tyva Republic and Tyva Energy Industry Corporation; and the Transport Ministry, is aimed at increasing public-private partnership in the implementation of the transport infrastructure and coalmining development project in the Krasnoyarsk Territory and Tyva.

3. Agreement on trade and economic, research and technology, and cultural cooperation between the Krasnoyarsk Territory and the Republic of Tatarstan. The agreement, signed between the Krasnoyarsk Territory and Tatarstan, is aimed at establishing, maintaining and expanding mutually beneficial trade and economic ties between companies that are registered and operate in the two regions; developing cooperation in socio-cultural and academic projects and healthcare, public administration, information policy and support for civil society institutions.

4. Cooperation agreement between the Krasnoyarsk Territory and Bank of Moscow. The agreement, signed between the Krasnoyarsk Territory and Bank of Moscow, is aimed at securing loans for various projects in the Krasnoyarsk Territory and supporting local industries, as well as expanding cooperation in the sphere of investment.
